Conditions
1.
Organisations applying must be charitable or non profit-making.

2.
A minimum of 80% of the membership must be from the parish of Earls Colne (proof required), and 80% of members taking advantage of the Grant must be from Earls Colne.

3.
A short report will be required on the reason for the Grant and the use to which it will be put.

4.
The Parish Council will fund projects up to a maximum of £1000.
5.
The Parish Council reserves the right to split the Award if there are applicants of equal merit.

6.
Detailed estimates of costings will be required.

7.
Proof of expenditure to be submitted to the Parish Clerk for payment, which will be made either to the provider of the service or the organisation direct, at the discretion of the Parish Council.

8.
The Grant will be awarded for funding activities or equipment for Earls Colne based organisations.

9.
Winners will be debarred from applying for one year.

10.
The Parish Council will not be held responsible for any claim from third parties for any monies owed over and above the amount of the Award.

11.
Projects must be completed within 12 months of the date of the Award.

12.
The Parish Council will have the final decision each year and reserves the right to withhold the Award if there are no suitable applicants.

13.
All application forms must be returned to the Parish Clerk by 31st March.
